Safety Requirements for
2008 SACHE Faculty Workshop Participants

1) All visitor personnel must have a valid form of photo ID such as passport, driver’s license, etc. and present same to Main Gate Security Officer.

2) All visitor personnel must watch the Frankford Plant safety and MTSA security videos.

3) All visitor personnel must wear a valid Sunoco Frankford Plant Visitors badge and must be accompanied by Sunoco escort during the visit. Badges must be turned in to Main Gate Security Officer at the end of the visit. 

4) The use of cell phones is prohibited in the process areas of the plant.  Limit cell phone use to inside vehicles in plant roadways, break areas and contractor trailers.  Cell phones shall not be brought into the plant process areas.

5) No food is permitted in the plant process areas.  

6) Smoking is prohibited in plant process areas.  Matches and lighters are prohibited in the plant.  Smoking is only permitted in authorized areas that contain an electric lighter.  Leave matches and lighters at the Main Security Gate. 

7) All visitors shall be in Frankford Plant standard (minimum) personal protective equipment (PPE) prior to entering the plant.  This includes:

a. Hard hat (provided by Sunoco)

b. Closed toe leather shoes or boots

c. Safety glasses with side shields (provided by Sunoco)

d. Nomex coveralls (provided by Sunoco)

8) In the event of a plant emergency, your Sunoco escort will provide instructions on what to do or where to go for purposes of accounting for all in-plant personnel. This is especially true during the plant tour - please stay with your tour leader.

9) If an injury occurs that requires medical attention, your Sunoco escort will provide instructions on what to do or where to go. Please report any injury to your Sunoco escort.

10) In the unlikely case of accidental chemical contact during your plant tour, your Sunoco escort will provide instructions on what to do or where to go. 

11) Process units are equipped with flashing orange lights and audible alarms to indicate a process upset.  If the lights or alarms activate in a process on the tour route, your Sunoco escort will provide instructions on what to do or where to go. 
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
